Unit 6A   Interdependence and Adaption.            Year 6.

1. Animals and Plants in the Local Habitat.

Activities:     Refresh knowledge of Local Habitats from Year 4 and the interaction of plants and animals.

Revisit one specific habitat. Observe plants and animals and identify them. Use a Key if necessary. Record what species are present and describe the habitat fully.
Get the children to suggest why animals need plants and why plants may need animals. They will need to research this topic from secondary sources. Use their results to make information cards about specific plants and animals in that habitat.

Different groups could target different organisms and therefore together build a complete picture of the chosen habitat.
